By taking the proper precautions, you can 
prevent hazards and focus on family and friends 
during the holiday season. 

1.  �Prior to hanging any lights, double check 
to see if there are any frayed wires or cracks. 
Also, there should be a bulb in each socket. 
Discard any damaged light strands.

2.  �LED lights are highly recommended because 
they use lower wattages, allowing more 
things to be connected safely.

3.  �Lights should be approved by Underwriters 
Laboratory. "UL" will be clearly displayed 
on the tag, signifying the product has been 
inspected for potential safety hazards. Red UL 
marks indicate the lights are safe for indoor/
outdoor use, and green UL marks indicate 
the lights are only safe for indoor use.

4.  �Turn off all lights on trees and other 
decorations when you go to bed or leave 
the house. 

5.  �When decorating outside, keep ladders and 
decorations away from overhead power lines. 

6.  �Use heavy-duty extension cords, and only 
use cords outdoors if they are designated for 
outdoor use.

7.  �If possible, outdoor lights and inflatable 
decorations should be plugged into 
circuits protected by ground fault circuit 
interrupters (GFCI). 

When you are done decorating, look for and 
eliminate potential danger spots near candles, 
fireplaces, trees, and/or electrical connections. 
Plan for safety and enjoy the holiday season!  x
